A Taste of Chanukah  

A Taste of Chanukah expects the customary recounting of how the 

Maccabees' oil lasted eight days instead of one allowing them to 
defeat the Syrians. And it's no surprise when host Theodore 
Bikel breaks into "Oh Chanukah" in Hebrew. But women singing 
"Ocho Candelitas" in Spanish? Or a gospel choir joining in on 

"Labach Heil"? This is not your ordinary Chanukah. In fact, this 
eclectic celebration of the Jewish Festival of Lights musically 
directed by Hankus Netsky features 150 musicians from the 
New England Conservatory of Music. Other participants include 
the Boston Community Gospel Choir, Cantor Morton Shames, a 
klezmer band, and an irreverent latke cooking demonstration 
by humorist Chasia Segal, who pokes fun at pancakes, food 

processors, and the Internet.   

Animated Book of Esther 

Finally a Purim video for young and old alike! King Ahashuerus, Queen 
Esther, Mordechai, Haman and "friends" are all vividly brought to life, 
through the wonder of computer animation. The entire Purim story 
dramatically unfolds before us, as the English narration is interspersed 
with the chanting of selected verses from Megillat Esther (Book of 
Esther). Producer Benzion Rubinson's unique sense of humor adds to the 
festive mood that this video evokes. 

Bagan Shel Dudu  Songs and stories about Shavuot - Hebrew 

Benjamin & the Miracle of 
Hanukah 

A delightful Hanukah video for younger children. It tells of the arduous 
journey of a young boy sent by Judah Macabee to obtain oil for the 
Temple in Jerusalem.  Benjamin's adventure lasts eight days, during 
which time a miracle takes place-the oil found in the Temple, only 
enough for one day, has burned eight.  Although the story is a modern 
addition to Hanukah lore, it deals with the traditional values of the 
festival-the quest for religious freedom and the triumph of faith.  
Narrated by the late Herschel Bernardi.  Ages 4-9. 

Chanukah on Planet 
Matzah Ball 

Millions of miles away, on a giant Matzah Ball in outer space, live a 
family of funny, furry aliens who just happen to be Jewish. Sadly, most 
Jewish traditions on Planet Matzah Ball have been lost but when Oogy, 
a 9-year-old alien, sets out to explore them, everything changes as 
these charming and informative stories unfold.

Grandpa's Tree

In order to assert their imperial identity, the Indians from the 
village put together a rag tag cricket team. The Moroccans, who take 
the game as an act of snobbery, do their utmost to be disruptive. 
Meanwhile, each family has a teenage daughter negotiating the 
landscape of the sexual revolution. When the sultry Moroccan Nicole 
and the heady Indian Sara become friends, their youth and desire for 
freedom help them overcome prejudices. In this isolated place, the 
road to harmony twists joyfully and surprisingly.  



Joy

Joy Levine lives in an old apartment that, in complete contrast to her, 
is shabby and worn-out on the outside while well-kept and filled with 
joy on the inside. Her life changes when she auditions for a TV show 
called "Gotta Be Happy". To her astonishment, she is chosen, and her 
mission is to throw a surprise party for her parents on the upcoming 
show. However, there is a price to pay for all this: she has to let the 
viewers into her private inner world and share with them an event that 
has been overshadowing her family's life and hers for the past 22 years; 
an event that made a tight-knit bunch of friends shun her parents, 
Chaya and Yitzhak Levine. The show is to be aired right after Yom 
Kippur, and the theme is forgiveness. Joy must get all her parents' 
friends to the party in order to conduct the reconciliation. However, 
reality keeps obstructing her efforts. The idyll expected from such a 
show is jeopardized by a string of events that threaten to shatter the 
already fractured family cell. But Joy takes the lead, and for once in a 
long time, someone is leading the Levines to a better place. 

Beaufort                                 

 בופור

Nominated for an Oscar. BEAUFORT tells the story of LIRAZ LIBERTI, the 
22 year-old outpost commander, and his troops in the months before 
Israel pulled out of Lebanon. This is not a story of war, but of retreat. 
This is a story with no enemy, only an amorphous entity that drops 
bombs from the skies while terrified young soldiers must find a way to 
carry out their mission until their very last minutes on that 
mountaintop. As LIRAZ lays the explosives which would destroy that 
very same structure that his friends had died defending, he witnesses 
the collapse of all he's been taught as an officer, and his soldier's 
mental and physical disintegration.  

Broken Wings                          

 כנפיים שבורות

Daphne and her four children try to cope with the abrupt death of 
husband/father. As the family seems to fall apart, a sudden incident 
gives them a chance to heal their 'broken wings'. Won awards of the 
Israeli Film Academy, Berlin International Film Festival, Tokyo 
International Film Festival and Palm Springs International Film Festival 

Kazablan                                 

 קזבלן

An Israeli classic. An adaptation of a popular Israeli stage musical. 
Kazablan is an army veteran turned gang leader in the Israeli port of 
Jaffa who masks his feelings of bitterness with a lot of bravado. He's 
sweet on Rachel, a young woman who lives with her father and 
stepmother. The budding relationship scandalizes the neighbors (not to 
mention Rachel's parents) and infuriates Yanush, a middle-aged shoe 
store owner who wants Rachel for himself. (Yanush feels he's entitled 
to marry Rachel since they're both Ashkenazi Jews of Eastern European 
origins, whereas Kazablan is a Sephardic Jew from Morocco.) The 
neighborhood has something else to worry about besides the antics of 
Kazablan and his gang: the city wants to tear down their crumbling 
homes. The residents pool their resources to save their houses, but the 
money that's collected is stolen. When he's jailed for the theft, 
Kazablan must find a way to clear himself. 



Campfire                        

 מדורת השבט

The story of a young widow, mother of two beautiful teenage 
daughters, who wants to join the founding group of a new religious 
settlement in the West Bank, but first must convince the acceptance 
committee that she is worthy. Things get complicated when the 
younger daughter is accused of seducing some boys from her youth 
movement. Won awards at the Berlin International Film Festival, 
Chicago International Film Festival and the Israeli Film Academy 

Colombian Love                       

אניתאהבה קולומבי  

Tali and Ori are a young Israeli couple. After attending their best 
friends' wedding, which ended in disaster, they have a big fight, which 
leads to Ori proposing. But there is trouble in paradise when Ori's 
conservative father meets Tali. 

Kadosh                             

 קדוש

The year 2000 approaches in Jerusalem's Orthodox Mea Shearim 
quarter, where the women work, keep house, and have children so the 
men can study the Torah and the Talmud. Rivka is happily and 
passionately married to Meir, but they remain childless. The yeshiva's 
rabbi, who is Meir's father, wants Meir to divorce Rivka: "a barren 
woman is no woman." Rivka's sister, Malka, is in love with Yakov, a Jew 
shunned by the yeshiva as too secular. The rabbi arranges Malka's 
marriage to Yossef, whose agitation when fulfilling religious duties 
approaches the grotesque. Can the sisters sort out their hearts' desires 
within this patriarchal world? If not, have they any other options? 

Kedma

May 1948. Battles are raging in Palestine between the Jews and the 
Arabs. In two weeks, the British mandate will come to an end and they 
will leave the country. A rusty cargo ship, the Kedma, is on its way to 
the Promised Land. Hundreds of Holocaust survivors from all over 
Europe are packed aboard. On a beach in Palestine, soldiers of the 
Palmach - the clandestine Jewish army - wait to welcome them, whilst 
British soldiers intend to stop them disembarking. Nevertheless, a small 
group of men and women manages to escape to the hills and finds itself 
in the midst of the battle for the road to Jerusalem. 

Kuni Lemel in Cairo

To 
make certain that they'll acquiesce, he offers the boys a million dollars 
each. Will they be able to collect without sacrificing their own plans? 



Late Marriage

with a young child. They're in love. The obstacle is his family, Georgian 
Jews who will not allow divorce under their roof even though the men 
all seem to have mistresses and affairs in their past. The women are 
indomitable. Zaza's parents arrange for him to meet eligible young 
women; we watch them pay a formal call on one. Meanwhile, they 
know about Judith and her daughter. When the confrontation does 
come, will Zaza have the force of will to stand up to his family? And, 
what will Judith do?  

Ma'ale School of 
Television & the Arts 
Jerusalem 

Series of short movies. Ma'ale School is the only film school of its kind 
in the world. Founded in 1989, Ma'aleh is an institution of higher 
education which trains filmmakers to produce work inspired by their 
Jewish heritage, fostering a unique connection between the world of 
media and Jewish culture.

Ushpizin

In Jerusalem's orthodox neighborhoods, it's Succoth, seven days 
celebrating life's essentials in a sukkah, a temporary shack of both 
deprivation and hospitality. A devout couple, Moshe and Mali, married 
nearly five years and childless, are broke and praying for a miracle. 
Suddenly, miracles abound: a friend finds Moshe a sukkah, he says is 
abandoned, Moshe is the beneficiary of local charitable fundraising, 
and two escaped convicts arrive on Moshe and Mali's doorstep in time to 
be their ushpizin - their guests. The miracles then become trials. 
Rabbinical advice, absolution, an effort to avoid anger, and a 1000-
shekel citron figure in Moshe's dark night of the soul. 

Walk on Water

Eyal, an Israeli Mossad agent, is given the mission to track down and 
kill the very old Alfred Himmelman, an ex-Nazi officer, who might still 
be alive. Pretending to be a tourist guide, he befriends his grandson 
Axel, in Israel to visit his sister Pia. The two men set out on a tour of 
the country during which, Axel challenges Eyal's values. 

James' Journey to 
Jerusalem

In the imaginary village of Entshongweni, very far from western 
civilization, the young James is chosen to undertake a mission - a 
pilgrimage to Holy Jerusalem. But Israel is no longer the Holy Land that 
James and his people imagined. At the airport, James is suspected of 
trying to infiltrate the country in order to work illegally. He is jailed 
and destined for deportation. Inside the dark cell, as James prays to 
God to allow him to complete his mission, a miracle occurs. A 
mysterious stranger posts bail for him. But it soon becomes clear that 
James' freedom has come at a price - his savior is a manpower agent, 
who rescues illegal migrant workers in exchange for employing them in 
hard labor jobs. From then on, James' journey to Jerusalem turns into 
an unpredictable journey through the cruel heart of our economic 
system. With good teachers, a bit of luck, and some lateral thinking, 
James learns the tricks of the game and plays it towards an inevitable 
conclusion.  

Mars Turkey

A stylish Israeli crime comedy, Mars Turkey tells the story of Reuven, a 
police captain in charge of protecting Shimon, the last remaining 
witness in a trial against crime-lord Patrick Sarusi. Seeing as how 
Patrick has managed to get to all the other witnesses, Reuven is so 
desperate to keep Shimon alive that he assigns himself to watch-duty, 
with the intention of never letting Shimon out of his sight. But as the 
trial draws near, events start spinning out of control when, in an act of 
desperation, Reuven sends his sexually frustrated mistress, Aya, to 
plant a bug in Patrick's apartment. Encouraged by Patrick's neighbor, 
Aya decides to confront Reuven about his sexual inadequacy and his 
vain promises to her about leaving his wife, just as Patrick slips out of 
house-arrest. Will Reuven be able to keep his mind on the job while his 
love life melts down in front of his eyes? 



West Bank Story

Aviva, My Love

Won 6 awards in the 2006 Israeli Film Academy and also won awardes 
at the Jerusalem Film Festival and Shanghai International Film Festival. 
Aviva, a hard-working hotel cook in the small northern Israeli town of 
Tiberias, is on the brink of finally fulfilling her lifelong dream. For 
years she kept her remarkable writing abilities under wraps, until her 
sister, Anita, introduces her to Oded, an accomplished novelist. 
Immediately recognizing Aviva's talent, Oded takes her under his wing, 
promising to help her achieve greatness. But the journey to greatness 
effects her life and the lives of her family - her unemployed husband, 
her trouble children, her unstable mother, and primarily her sister, a 
funny and sensitive woman who have her own dreams. When Aviva 
discovered that Oded has other plans for her work, her world collapses.  

Noodle                              

 נודל

Won the Special Grand Prize of the Jury in 2007 at the Montreal World 
Film Festival. At thirty-seven, Miri is a twice-widowed, El Al flight 
attendant. Her well-regulated existence is suddenly turned upside 
down by an abandoned Chinese boy whose migrant-worker mother has 
been summarily deported from Israel. The film is a touching comic-
drama in which two human beings -- as different from each other as Tel 
Aviv is from Beijing -- accompany each other on a remarkable journey, 
one that takes them both back to a meaningful life. 

Leylasede (Passover 
Fever)

Dorona is the eldest and is 
constantly plagued by allergies, something that has helped kill the 
romance in her marriage to Rikki. Shai is anorexic while Dalia is 
morbidly obese. Meanwhile the bratty son of Nathaniel and Gila creates 
all sorts of malicious mischief 



Waltz with Bashir

Nominated for an Oscar.  One night at a bar, an old friend tells director 
Ari about a recurring nightmare in which he is chased by 26 vicious 
dogs. Every night, the same number of beasts. The two men conclude 
that there's a connection to their Israeli Army mission in the first 
Lebanon War of the early eighties. Ari is surprised that he can't 
remember a thing anymore about that period of his life. Intrigued by 
this riddle, he decides to meet and interview old friends and comrades 
around the world. He needs to discover the truth about that time and 
about himself. As Ari delves deeper and deeper into the mystery, his 
memory begins to creep up in surreal images.  

Feature Films 

Munich 

After Black September's assassination of Israeli athletes at the Munich 
Olympics in 1972, Prime Minister Golda Meir okays a black-box 
operation to hunt down and kill all involved. A team of five gathers in 
Switzerland led by Avner, a low-level Mossad techie whose father was a 
war hero and whose wife is pregnant. It's an expendable team, but 
relying on paid informants, they track and kill several in Europe and 
Lebanon. They must constantly look over their shoulders for the CIA, 
KGB, PLO, and their own sources. As the body count mounts with 
retribution following retribution so do questions, doubts, and sleepless 
nights. Loyalties blur. What does it mean to be a Jew? 

Skokie 

This is the story of some Modern day Nazi activists who plan to march 
through the predominantly Jewish community of Skokie. The town 
officials tell the citizens to ignore them cause there's nothing that they 
can do. But one citizen (Kaye) who's a death camp survivor says that he 
was told this nearly forty years ago in Germany and before he knew it 
he was in a concentration camp. He says this time if they march, he 
will not ignore them; he will take action. So, the mayor does what he 
can to stop them, so the Nazi's leader (Dzundza) goes to the ACLU, and 
the Jewish lawyer (Rubinstein) he speaks to, says that this is a violation 
of the First Ammendment and takes the case to court. 

Keeping the Faith  
Friends, a priest and a rabbi, fall in love with the same girl. However, 
neither of the men can pursue the relationship due to their religious 
beliefs: the priest cannot break his vow of celibacy and the rabbi 
cannot marry her since she is not Jewish.  

Arranged 

The movie centers on the friendship between an Orthodox Jewish 
woman and a Muslim woman who meet as first-year teachers at a 
public school in Brooklyn. Over the course of the year they learn they 
share much in common - not least of which is that they are both going 
through the process of arranged marriages.  



The Ten Commandments 

When an oracle prophesizes that a child will become Prince of Egypt, a 
time of danger approaches the kingdom. The Egyptian Pharaoh orders 
the massacre of all newborn males. But one child, Moses-the son of a 
Hebrew slave-escapes certain death when he is set adrift on the Nile. 
As years pass, he is raised in a royal Egyptian household and, with no 
memory of his family, rises to the stature of prince. Upon discovery of 
his true heritage, and inspired by a fiery message from God, Moses 
embarks upon a noble and desperate fight to reclaim his destiny as the 
leader and liberator of the Hebrew people. 

Lansky 

This is the telling of the life of organized crime boss, Meyer Lansky, as 
remembered by him as a very old man who is moving about the world 
looking for some country that will take him in since the US courts have 
put out an extradition order for him to stand trial. It tells of a young 
man growing up in the Jewish ghettos of America's big cities at the turn 
of the century and of his bright intelligence which he used for moving 
into crime. "I'm only a gambler," he claimed, "just like most all 
Americans." When asked by a reporter to comment on the killings that 
occurred under his leadership he declined, thereby making this film's 
thrust that of personalities and relationships rather than of acts of 
violence or the workings of corrupt deeds.  

Hester Street 

Nominated for an Oscar. Hester Street tells the story of Jewish 
immigrants who come to the Lower East side of New York City in 1896 
from Europe and who live on Hester Street in Manhattan. When Yekl 
first comes to the U.S., he quickly assimilates into American culture 
and becomes Jake. He also begins to have an affair with Mamie, a 
dancer. His wife, Gitl, who arrives later with their son, Yossele, cannot 
assimilate and tension arises in the marriage. Eventually, Jake and 
Gitle divorce, however in turn, Gitle takes all of Mamie's money and 
marries Bernstein, a faithful traditionalist. 

School Ties 

David Green is brought into a prestigious 1950s school to help their 
football team to beat the school's old rivals. David, however, is from a 
working class background, so he isn't really "one of them", but he's very 
successful at making friends. David is a Jew, and has to keep this a 
secret from his friends for fear of being rejected. 

Stolen Summer 

Pete, an eight-year-old Catholic boy growing up in the suburbs of 
Chicago in the mid-1970s, attends Catholic school, where as classes let 
out for the summer, he's admonished by a nun to follow the path of the 
Lord, and not that of the Devil. Perhaps taking this message a bit too 
seriously, Pete decides it's his goal for the summer to help someone get 
into heaven; having been told that Catholicism is the only sure path to 
the kingdom of the Lord, Pete decides to convert a Jew to Catholicism 
in order to improve their standing in the afterlife. Hoping to find a 
likely candidate, Pete begins visiting a nearby synagogue, where he 
gets to know Rabbi Jacobson, who responds to Pete's barrage of 
questions with good humor. Pete also makes friends with the Rabbi's 
son, Danny, who is about the same age; when he learns that Danny is 
seriously ill, he decides Danny would be an excellent choice for 
conversion. When the priest at Pete's church informs Pete that all will 
be tested before they pass the Pearly Gates, he sets up a mini-
decathlon and puts Danny in training as he attempts to reshape his 
spiritual thinking. Pete's parents aren't sure just what to make of Pete's 
new summer project, and as they become acquainted with Rabbi 
Jacobson, they share their perspectives on the unexpected trials of 
parenting. 



Sunshine 

Although Sunshine was made by a Hungarian, István Szabó, and 

deals with the history of Hungary as refracted through three 
generations of a Jewish-Hungarian family, you might be more 
inclined to give it three hours of your own life if you approach it 

as a David Lean movie in spirit. It is an English-language 
picture, and Maurice Jarre's music recalls his score for Doctor 
Zhivago. Szabó emulates Lean's intimate-epic style of merging 
the sweep of history with the crystalline detailing of individual 
lives, so that the shape of destiny is glimpsed through personal 
moments that feel at once evanescent and eternal.  

The Tollbooth 

The Tollbooth comically explores a Jewish family from Brooklyn 
through the eyes of Sarabeth Cohen a struggling painter in her first 
year out of art school.  Sarabeth and her older sisters Becky and Raquel 
come of age and question the values of their traditional parents. 
Sarabeth’s first revolutionary act is scoring a job as a waitress and 
moving across the river to Manhattan.  Even though she is less than ten 
miles from her parents, and her bedroom is her sister’s walk-in closet, 
she feels like a pioneer – ready to take on the New York art community, 
and maybe even the world. 

Masada 

This 1981 television miniseries, based on Ernest K. Gann's historical 

novel The Antagonists, is a dramatization of a documented 

revolt by nearly a thousand Jerusalem Jews against Roman 
oppressors in A.D. 72 to 73. Following a city-wide siege by 
Rome's soldiers, Jewish Zealots move into a fortress in the 
mountains of Masada, from which they present a defense 
strong enough to convince the enemy to negotiate. Peter 
O'Toole, in all his golden dignity, plays Cornelius Flavius Silva, 
commander of the Roman legions, and Peter Strauss is Zealot 
leader Eleazar ben Yair. Both are outstanding as 

representatives from each side trying, in good faith, to find a 
way out of the deadlocked situation. Unfortunately, neither 
realizes that Rome has no intention of yielding, resulting in one 
of the greatest tragedies in Jewish history. A strong cast of 
character actors--David Warner, Barbara Carrera, Timothy 
West, and Anthony Quayle--is rewardingly watchable, the 

action and sets are persuasive without overwhelming the 
story's human dimension, and direction by Boris Sagal (The 
Omega Man) is crisp and enthralling. This was a pleasure to 
watch when it was first broadcast, and it holds up very well 
today. 

Left Luggage  

Set in Belgium in the early 70's, Left Luggage is the touching and 
emotional story of Chaja, a rebellious philosophy student stuggling to 
come of age. Her relationship with her parents, both concentration 
camp survivors, is strained and she finds herself unable to accept her 
Jewish identity. A family friend finds her a job as a nanny for a Hassidic 
family with 5 children. Joining forces with Mrs. Kalman (Isabella 
Rossellini) and through her love for the youngest child who doesn't 
speak, Chaja learns to accept and respect a culture steeped in 
traditions, and finds the true value of life. 



The Impossible Spy 

Young Israeli husband Eli Cohen is recruited by the Mossad in the early 
1960's and sent to Syria. Telling his wife he has a new job that requires 
extensive business travel, he takes up residence in Syria, where he 
befriends a high-ranking Syrian government official and provides 
invaluable information to Israel. On a visit home, his wife pleads with 
him to leave his job so he can be home more, and his handler tells him 
he has accomplished enough, but he decides to return to Syria one last 
time. One day he learns of an attack on a kibbutz scheduled for that 
night; he abandons normal precautions in order to warn Israel as 
quickly as possible, and is caught. 

The Jazz Singer - Neil 
Diamond 

(1980) Neil Diamond stars as Yussel in this tale of a young Jewish cantor 
who strives to make a career in music. Against the wishes of his rigid 
father and his loving wife, Yussel travels to California to play his music. 
Swept up by the excitement, he meets a woman who shares his dream. 
He grows apart from his family, and becomes confused about what he 
should ultimately do with his life.  

The Jazz Singer (Al Jolson) 

(1927) Cantor Rabinowitz is concerned and upset because his son Jakie 
shows so little interest in carrying on the family's traditions and 
heritage. For five generations, men in the family have been Cantors in 
the synagogue, but Jakie is more interested in jazz and ragtime music. 
One day, they have such a bitter argument that Jakie leaves home for 
good. After a few years on his own, now calling himself Jack Robin, he 
gets an important opportunity through the help of well-known stage 
performer Mary Dale. But Jakie finds that in order to balance his 
career, his relationship with Mary, and his memories of his family, he 
will be forced to make some difficult choices 

Raid on Entebbe 

Based on a true Military operation by Israeli commandos. An Air France 
flight is hijacked by the PFLP. The plane has about 100 Jewish 
passengers. The plane is grounded in Uganda. Israelis would not 
negotiate. The movie then shows how less than 500 soldiers actually 
flew so far and rescued the passengers in one of the most successful 
Military operations in history. The only casualty for Israeli soldiers was 
Lt. Col. Jonathan "Yoni" Netanyahu..  

When Do We Eat? 

When Do We Eat? Is the story of the "world's fastest Passover Seder" 
gone horribly awry. It's about an old school dad who's as tough on his 
sons as his father is on him. On this night, however, one of the boys 
slips Dad a dose of special, hallucinogenic Ecstasy in order "to give him 
a new perspective." Meanwhile, Mom brings a handsome stranger to 
dinner and the kids take sides. By the end of the night, however, Dad's 
visions turn him into a modern day Moses intent on leading this hungry 
group to the promised land of family forgiveness. Of course they're all 
so stubborn, it would be easier to part the Red Sea.  

Woman Called Golda The story of the Russian-born, Wisconsin-raised woman who rose to 
become Israel's prime minister in the late 1960s and early 1970s. 

Yentl Dramatization of "Yentl, the Yeshiva Boy," by Isaac Bashevis Singer. A 
Jewish girl disguises herself as a boy to enter religious training 

Fiddler on the Roof 

Won 3 Oscars. Film version of the stage musical, based on the stories of 
Sholom Aleichem. Tevye the Milkman is a Jewish peasant in pre-
Revolutionary Russia, coping with the day-to-day problems of 'shtetl' 
life, his Jewish traditions, his family (wife and daughters), and state-
sanctioned pogroms.  



Snow in August  

Peter Tambakis stars in this period drama as Michael Devlin, a young 
Irish boy who has long found himself the victim of bullies at school. 
However, when he witnesses a local gang leader beat a Jewish 
shopkeeper nearly to death, his life becomes even harder than usual. 
Though he realizes that he must reveal what he saw to the authorities, 
Michael finds it hard to do the right thing knowing that he will have to 
endure even harder beatings than usual. However, when Michael 
befriends a local Jewish rabbi, the two figure out a way to bring the 
gang leader to justice while keeping Michael safe, all aided by the 
legendary Golem, a mythical protector made from clay. 

Crossing Delancey  

Isabelle's life revolves around the New York bookshop she works in and 
the intellectual friends of both sexes she meets there. Her 
grandmother remains less than impressed and decides to hire a good 
old-fashioned Jewish matchmaker to help Isabelle's love-life along. 
Enter pickle-maker Sam who immediately takes to Isabelle. She 
however is irritated by the whole business, at least to start with. 

Holocaust / World War II 

The Long Way Home 

After WWII, Jewish Holocaust survivors are moved into Displaced 
Persons' camps. After delays, more physical hardship, and years of 
uncertainty, they are permitted to begin new lives in Israel and the 
U.S. 

Pigeon A short movie (11 minutes). Set during World War II and based on a true 
story, Pigeon recounts a rare and startling act of charity. 

The Courageous Heart of 
Irena Sendler 

The story of Irena Sendler, a social worker who was part of the Polish 
underground during World War II and was arrested by the Nazi's for 
saving the lives of nearly 2,500 Jewish children by smuggling them out 
of the Warsaw ghetto. 

Shanghai Ghetto 
Documentary. Gentle loving accounting of 20,000 mostly German Jews 
who were able to escape the Nazi's before World War II started and go 
to Shanghai... 

Escape from Sobibor 

During WWII, the death camp at Treblinka had an escape, causing the 
Commandant at a similar camp in Sobibor to vow (actually threaten) 
that his camp would never experience the same thing. But those who 
were its captives, the Jewish laborers that had been spared from the 
ovens, knew that they were on borrowed time and that their only hope 
was to escape... the only question was how to do it. However, because 
the Germans would kill an equal number of others whenever a group 
attempted to escape, the captives knew that if ever an escape was 
tried, all 600 prisoners in the camp would have to be included... 
logistically precluding any ideas about tunnels or sneak breakouts. 
Indeed, to have such a mass escape could only mean that the Ukrainian 
guards and German officers would have to be killed, which many of the 
Jews felt simply reduced themselves to no better than their captors... 
thus making it a struggle of conscience. And therein lies the story, with 
the film being based on a factual account of what then happened at 
that Sobibor prison. 



The Grey Zone  

The title of Tim Blake Nelson's harrowing drama of Jewish death camp 
prisoners who rise up against their captors to "destroy the machinery" 
refers as much to the compromise and cloudy morality of collaboration 
as to the gray world coated in the smoke and ash of the crematoriums. 

Inspired by real-life events at the Auschwitz death camp, The Grey 

Zone stars David Arquette as a soul-deadened laborer whose 
being fiercely jolts to life when he finds a young girl alive 
among the gassed corpses. He's the heart and soul of an 
outstanding cast that includes Steve Buscemi and Daniel 
Benzali as revolt leaders, Allan Corduner as the shunned camp 

doctor, and Harvey Keitel as the commandant. Nelson's rapid 
pacing, intimate shooting, and terse, jagged dialogue give the 
moral debate a discomforting immediacy as it races a deadline. 
When doom hangs in the air, sure death creates unique 
priorities. 

The Great Dictator 

In Chaplin's satire on Nazi Germany during the last days of the First 
World War, a clumsy soldier saves the life of devoted military pilot 
Schultz. Unfortunately, their flight from the advancing enemy ends in a 
severe crash with the clumsy soldier losing his memories. After quite 
some years in the hospital, the amnesia patient gets released and 
reopens his old barber shop in the Jewish ghetto. But times have 
changed in the country of Tomania: Dictator Adenoid Hynkel, who 
accidentally looks very similar to the barber, has laid his merciless grip 
on the country, and the Jewish people are discriminated against. One 
day, the barber gets in trouble and is brought before a commanding 
officer, who turns out to be his old comrade Schultz. So, the ghetto 
enjoys protection from then on. Meanwhile, Dictator Hynkel develops 
big plans, he wants to become Dictator of the whole world and needs a 
scapegoat for the public. Soon, Schultz is being arrested for being too 
Jewish-friendly... 

Anne Frank - the Whole 
Story 

Emmy award winning. When the war began, she was only a little girl. 
When it ended, she was the voice of a generation... A compassionate 
and sensitive televisual portrait of the Holocaust's greatest diarist. 

The Last Days   

Five Jewish Hungarians, now U.S. citizens, tell their stories: before 
March, 1944, when Nazis began to exterminate Hungarian Jews, months 
in concentration camps, and visiting childhood homes more than 50 
years later. An historian, a Sonderkommando, a doctor who 
experimented on Auschwitz prisoners, and US soldiers who were part of 
the liberation in April, 1945, also comment. Most telling are details: 
Renée packing her bathing suit, Irene swallowing the diamonds her 
mother gave her to buy bread, Alice's memorial for her sister Klara, Bill 
escaping police by jumping into a line of Jews going to Buchenwald, 
and Tom told by a US soldier to have "all the damn bananas and 
oranges you can eat."  

Eye of Vichy 

The Eye of Vichy is a brilliantly chosen compilation of long forgotten 
film footage and newsreels produced by the Nazis and French 
collaborators during World War Two. From the small town of Vichy in 
central France, Field Marshall Petain's puppet government worked with 
their Nazi overlords in creating pro-Nazi propaganda. Seeking to turn 
the tide of public emotion against both the Allied Forces and the Jews, 
they skillfully produced a strange alternative history of the war years 
that is shocking and grimly fascinating. French New Wave founder 
Claude Chabrol creates a masterful look at Nazis and media 
manipulation that is as engrossing as any of his thrillers.  



Gestapo Hitler's Secret 
Police 

Hermann Goering’s Secret State Police were tasked to arrest and 
torture confessions and information from supposed enemies of the 
Reich. All the powers of the Judiciary were taken into its hands and the 
courts rendered superfluous. A compelling account of one of the true 
horror stories of the century. 

Hitler's S.S. 

The story of Helmut and Karl Hoffmann. Both come of age at the start 
of Hitler's power in Germany. Helmut joins the SS and eventually 
becomes a successful flag rank officer. Karl joins the SA and 
experiences the darker side of Nazism after the SA is disbanded and 
Karl is thrown into prison and later conscripted into the German army. 
Brother is pitted against brother until their relationship, and the Third 
Reich, stands in ruins 

Holocaust 

Won 2 Golden Globes. The movie follows each member of the Jewish 
Family Weiss throughout Hitler's reign in Germany. One by one, the 
family members suffer the horrible fate of extermination under Anti-
Semetic Nazi Law until only one son remains at the end of World War II. 
A sub-plot follows the story of Eric Dorf, a young German lawyer with a 
good heart who is changed into a mass murderer by membership in the 
SS.  

I Am David 

I Am David is adapted from Anne Holm's internationally acclaimed novel 
of the same name (re-titled North to Freedom in the USA). It is the 
story of a 12-year-old boy, David, who escapes from a Communist 
concentration camp with little more than a compass, a sealed letter, a 
loaf of bread, and instructions to carry the letter to Copenhagen, 
Denmark. David is thrust into the free world for the first time in his 
young life as he travels across Europe. It is a spiritual voyage of 
discovery, where David slowly loses his instinctive mistrust of humanity 
and begins to smile, share, trust and ultimately, love. I Am David 
addresses the cruelties, politics, and suffering of warfare while 
celebrating the resilience of youth and the unbreakable spirit of a 
child. 

Look to the Sky 

The newly re-mastered and restored World War II drama (formerly 
titled JONA CHE VISSE NELLA BALENA (1993) Based loosely on the book 
Childhood by Jona Oberski, LOOK TO THE SKY depicts a hope-filled 
view of the Holocaust from the perspective of a young Dutch boy, 
Jonah. His story begins when German soldiers, speaking a language 
unknown to four-year-old Jonah, seize the boy along with his parents 
from their home in Amsterdam and escort them to a village in the 
Dutch countryside, and then to a transit camp. Juliet Aubrey and Jean-
Hugues Anglade star. 

Steel Toes 

Rage and intolerance collide with compassion Academy-Award when 
nominated David Strathairn portrays Danny Dunkleman, a Jewish liberal 
humanist, and the court-appointed lawyer representing Mike Downey, a 
Neo-Nazi Skinhead on trial for the racially motivated murder of an East 
Indian immigrant. Steel Toes takes us into the intense and fiery 
relationship that develops between these two men as they explore 
their emotional and intellectual differences. Steel Toes is a provocative 
exploration of the inescapable and insidious presence of racial and 
religious intolerance in our society. 



Sunshine 

The film follows a Jewish family living in Hungary through three 
generations, rising from humble beginnings to positions of wealth and 
power in the crumbling Austro-Hungarian Empire. The patriarch 
becomes a prominent judge but is torn when his government sanctions 
anti-Jewish persecutions. His son converts to Christianity to advance 
his career as a champion fencer and Olympic hero, but is caught up in 
the Holocaust. Finally, the grandson, after surviving war, revolution, 
loss and betrayal, realizes that his ultimate allegiance must be to 
himself and his heritage.  

The Devil's Arithmetic 

This is another telling of the Holocaust, but this time from the 
perspective of a modern teenage girl who only grudgingly accepts the 
Jewish traditions, but when she is asked to "open the front door" as 
part of the Seder feast finds herself, not unlike Dorothy in the Wizard 
of Oz, to have entered the 1940's and has stepped into the life of a 
prisoner in one of the German death camps where she experiences all 
of its horrors firsthand. 

The 17th Bride: A Story of 
Love and War 

A gripping WWII drama featuring Lisa Hartman and Rosemary Leach, 
this powerful film, set in Czechslovakia, is based on the book written 
by Ladislav Grossman, Oscar winning author of The Shop on Main 
Street. Set in a war-torn village in Czechslovakia, the story centers on a 
strong Jewish woman who enters into marriage with a man she dislikes 
believing it will save her from deporation to a labor camp. Her decision 
is shared by the other women in her village but after she becomes The 
17th Bride in a single day to choose such a fate the Nazis declare the 
ceremonies invalid. The Jewish women are rounded up by the Germans 
and degraded, humiliated and manhandled as a prelude to being 
shipped off on the death trains. Amidst the taunting and terror, an 
unexpected opportunity to escape presents itself... but where can one 
escape to in a world filled with booldshed?  

The Execution 

The members of a San Diego Wednesday night women’s' mah jongg club 
are five survivors of a Nazi concentration camp. They recognize the 
owner of a local restaurant, Walter Grossman, as a doctor from the 
camp who performed experiments on them as young girls. To their 
horror they learn that he has already been tried as a war criminal and 
has served but a few years for his crimes. They decide that they will 
"execute" him, drawing lots to determine which one will perform the 
act, without letting the others know who it is.  

The Pianist 

Won 3 Oscars. A brilliant pianist, a Polish Jew, witnesses the 
restrictions Nazis place on Jews in the Polish capital, from restricted 
access to the building of the Warsaw ghetto. As his family is rounded up 
to be shipped off to the Nazi labor camps, he escapes deportation and 
eludes capture by living in the ruins of Warsaw. Based on the true story 
of Wladyslaw Szpilman.   

The Warsaw Ghetto 1940-
1943 

Contains three documentaries: on the history of Warsaw Ghetto dealing 
with the fate of the children in the Warsaw Ghetto and Warsaw Ghetto 
Uprising.  

Auschwitz: Inside the Nazi 
State 

This BBC documentary series tackles one of World War II's and history's 
most disquieting and repugnant subjects: the Holocaust and its 
infamous killing factory, the Auschwitz-Birkenau concentration camp. 
The six-part program begins with the creation of the camp, which was 
set up by Nazis to specialize in the atrocious industrialized 
extermination of more than a million Jews, and ends with the camp's 
eventual liberation.  



The Wave 

To explain to his students the atmosphere in the 1930's Nazi-Germany, 
history teacher Burt Ross initiates a daring experiment. He declares 
himself leader of a new movement, called 'The Wave'. Inspired, he 
proclaims ideas about Power, Discipline and Superiority. His students 
are strikingly willing to follow him. Soon the entire school is under the 
spell of 'The Wave'. Anyone who refuses to be a part of the Movement, 
faces threats or worse. Ross himself gets carried away by his own 
experiment. Or has it turned into something more than an experiment? 
A climax is unavoidable, resulting in a hard lesson for both Ross and his 
students... 

Documentaries & Biographies  

Encounter Point 

"Encounter Point" moves beyond sensational and canned images to tell 
the story of an Israeli settler, a Palestinian ex-prisoner, a bereaved 
Israeli mother and a wounded Palestinian bereaved brother who 
sacrifice their safety, public standing and homes in order to press for a 
grassroots movement for nonviolence and peace. 

Checkpoint Documentary filmmaker Yoav Shamir's depiction of the checkpoints 
that the Israel Defense Forces man in the Palestinian Authority. 

The Jewish Americans 

Originally broadcast on PBS, The Jewish-Americans covers 350 

years in the lives of Jews who have struggled to maintain their 
religious identity and still be fully accepted as Americans. It is a 

story at once specific and universal, one that can be 
appreciated by any ethnic or religious minority who tests 
whether "democracy, like America, can find room for 
everyone." Beginning with 23 Jewish exiles seeking safe haven 
in New Amsterdam in 1654, writer-director David Grubin does 
an admirable job of charting the often rocky and treacherous 
course for Jews in this country, and their personal "tug of war 

between being American and being a Jew." Do they consider 
themselves Jewish-Americans, or American Jews? Carl Reiner, 
Mandy Patinkin, Sid Caesar, Jules Feiffer, playwright Tony 
Kushner, and Supreme Court Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg are 
among the more recognizable personalities who offer 
illuminating commentary and bittersweet reminiscences. But 

Grubin presents what he calls "an ensemble of voices" rather 
than "a star-studded parade." Authors, historians, sociologists, 
academics, and rabbis share a rich personal and cultural 
history. 

The Case for Israel -  
Landmark Documentary 
with Alan Dershowitz 

This documentary was produced to present a vigorous case for Israel for 
its basic right to exist, to protect its citizens from terrorism, and to 
defend its borders from hostile enemies in a highly accessible 
multimedia format. Alan Dershowitz plays a central role in this 
documentary as adviser and on-camera presence and argues forcefully 
that real peace in the Middle East can only occur when the 
Palestinians, Arabs and their allies value the creation of a Palestinian 
homeland more than they oppose the presence of a Jewish state. 
Through incisive conversations with key judicial, political and academic 
leaders, Dershowitz refutes deeply entrenched misperceptions about 
Israel's history, Jewish claims to a homeland, individual rights under 
Israel's democratic system of government, the security fence, and 
military conduct in the face of terrorist attacks. 



Pillar of Fire  

This is the 7-hour English language (done in England) documentary 
edited in 2005 from the documentary in Hebrew which appeared on 
Israeli television in 1986.Essentially, the 3 DVD set is the story of the 
founding of Israel and takes the viewer through the early, 19th century 
Jewish communities in what was Palestine, through the Herzl years and 
up to 1948 when Israel was officially established. 

In Search of Peace 

In Search of Peace Part One: 1948 - 1967, narrated by Michael Douglas, 
chronicles the first two decades of Israel's existence, offering new 
insights into the origins of the Middle East conflict. Combining a rich 
tapestry of rare archival film and photos, In Search of Peace not only 
examines events in Israel, but their impact on other places as well - the 
Arab refugee camps, the General Assembly of the United Nations and 
from there to the world capitals of Moscow, Paris, London, Buenos 
Aires, Cairo and Washington D.C. The film offers a unique global 
perspective on one of the most important events of the Twentieth 
Century and one of the seminal events in the 3,500 history of the 
Jewish people. 

One Day in September  

On September 5, 1972, eight Palestinian terrorists killed two Israeli 
athletes and took nine others hostage at the Munich Olympic Village. 
The event stopped the games, gripped the world, and perhaps for the 
first time fully illustrated the volatile state of affairs in the Mideast to 
the world. Kevin Macdonald's 1999 Academy Award(r)-winning 
documentary painstakingly reconstructs the events, shedding light on 
what the world saw on television with the exasperating revelation of 
behind-the-scenes blunders. 

Great Writers - Isaac 
Bashevis Singer 

A fascinating documentary that presents the story of the writer's life, 
and examines the social and political events that influenced their 
works. Isaac Bashevis Singer (1904-1991), was a Polish-born American 
writer in the Yiddish language and Nobel Laureate. He was born on July 
14th, 1904, in Radzymin, Poland. He immigrated to the U.S. in 1935 
and became a naturalized citizen in 1943. 

The Road to Rabin Square 

On November 4th, 1995, after addressing a pro-peace rally in the 
center of Tel-Aviv, Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Rabin was 
assassinated by a young Israeli, Yigal Amir, a law student and supporter 
of the extreme right. "The Road to Rabin Square" presents for the first 
time in television a detailed examination of the political provocative 
events that culminated in the PM's assassination. The documentary 
uncovers the orchestrated anti-Rabin incitement campaign, consisted 
of three institutionalized components - political, ideological and field-
activity. 

Ani Yerushalemi       
(Yehoram Gaon) 

This documentary is a celebration of Israeli singer/actor Yehoram 
Gaon's love affair with the city of his birth. He narrates this 
combination travelogue, history, and poetic hymn of praise. In one 
dramatic sequence we see the process by which a gentile woman seals 
her conversion to Judaism. A notable feature of the film is the many 
names, synonyms and ways used to allude to Jerusalem which color the 
narrative. 



A Touch of Greatness 

In an era when Dick, Jane, and discipline ruled America's schools, 
Albert Cullum allowed Shakespeare, Sophocles, and Shaw to reign in his 
fifth grade public school classroom. Through the use of poetry, drama 
and imaginative play, Cullum championed an unorthodox educational 
philosophy that spoke directly to his students' needs. Many of Cullum's 
projects were recorded on film by then novice filmmaker Robert 
Downey, Sr. Weaving stunning black and white footage and rare 
archival television broadcasts, together with interviews of Cullum and 
his former students, this is a portrait of a maverick teacher who 
transformed a generation of young people by enabling them to discover 
their own inner greatness. 

Appels of Gold  This historical and religious documentary follows the Zionist movement 
from its inception through to the present state of Israel.  

Ariel Sharon Biography - ABC's award winning series 

Children of Jerusalem 

This fascinating series produced by the National Film Board of Canada, 
focuses on the daily lives, hopes, dreams and fears of Israeli children 
who live in and around the holy city of Jerusalem.

Israel in a Time of Terror 

Terror bombing after terror bombing, day after day. A sidewalk café 
becomes as dangerous as a military outpost. A simple trip to the 
supermarket becomes a horror of flying nails, glass and death. How do 
Israelis deal with this pervasive terror? How do they explain their near-
solitude in the world or their real feelings towards Arabs? These are 
some of the questions asked in this film, weaving interviews with street 
footage from places of terror bringing you closer than news footage can 
ever make possible. It's as disturbing as it is important as a historical 
document of the turbulent present times. 

Did Herzl Really Say That? 

A series of 7 DVD's. Herzl envisaged an old-new state, and planned 
every last detail. Among other things, he spoke of what a religious 
leadership should do, how Jews and Arabs should get along, and voiced 
opinions on the status of Jerusalem. Oren Harman and Yanay Ofran 
embark upon a personal journey to the heart of contemporary 
“Israeliness”. They discuss what has happened to the old boundaries of 
identity that once divided Israeli society and defined the power 
relations within. In doing so, the presenters chart religious, national, 
personal and cultural identities in Israel today. 

Eli Wiesesl Goes Home 

A documentary chronicling the adolescent years of Elie Wiesel and his 
"long trip", the history of his sufferings. In a remote corner of one-time 
Hungary, in the shadow of the Carpathian mountains, Eliezer was 
fifteen when Fascism brutally altered his life forever. Fifty years later, 
he returns to the town where he was born to walk the painful road of 
remembrance - but is it possible to speak of the unspeakable? Or does 
Auschwitz lie beyond the capacity of any human language - the place 
where words and stories run out? 

Expulsion and Memory 

This documentary traces the descendants of Spanish Jews who were 
forced to either flee or convert to Catholicism after Queen Isabella's 
edict of 1492. Many of these Jews had to practice their religion in 
secret, passing their furtively-recalled customs down through the 
generations. 



Farewell Israel 

Farewell Israel: Bush, Iran and The Revolt of Islam is an historic 
journey, from the birth of Islam, through its 1,200 year reign over the 
civilized world, to the last 300 years of Islamic decline, overtaken and 
dominated by the West - then humiliated by a Jewish state. Islam's 
historic trials with Jews, and its relationship with conquered non-
believers, help illustrate the Islamic world view - all through the eyes 
of Muslims. In this groundbreaking film, the total rejection of Israel by 
Muslim states since its inception in 1948 comes to light as a religious 
duty for believers.

When Theodor Herzl set out on his mission to establish a Jewish State 
in what is now Israel, he had no sponsors or backers, no committee or 
organization. He was the sole promoter and advocate of an 
international project, and its leader. When initial efforts through the 
cooperation of Jewish philanthropy failed, he realized that political 
negotiation must be backed either by masses of people or funds. Thus 
he called for the first Zionist Congress, to be held in Basel, 
Switzerland, in August 1897. Through the Congress he emerged as 
leader of the people. For 10 years Herzl carried the mantle of Zionism 
as the first diplomat and political strategist of the Jewish people.
